External Tactics


The Hoik Invincibility Machine:
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This machine utilizes hoiks to push you up and down to take fall damage at the perfect timings, allowing you to ignore almost every attack in the game very reliably.
Note: remove any accessories that change fall damage (Wings, Horseshoe, Frog Leg) and Inner Tube if using honey within the contraption, this machine does not work for Moon Lord, Empress of Light and Wall of Flesh.
Minimum Defense Requirement:
Classic Mode: 17
Expert Mode: 11
Master Mode: 9
You also need at least 3 health regeneration per second to sustain it indefinitely, though this isn’t too difficult to achieve with a Heart Lantern, Campfire, Band of Regeneration and Honey

Mana and Heart from Statue enemies:
Aside from Heart and Star statues giving their respective drops, enemy statues can be used to achieve the same thing. However only certain enemies that don’t have their drop rate reduced should be used to get the most efficiency, those being: Slime, Wall Creeper, Crab and Armed Zombie.
Something like a Nimbus Rod or Clinger Staff can be used to kill the enemies, and will make the enemies accumulate mana stars or hearts depending if you’re missing health or are consuming mana.
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
